Persons accepting obligations or acting under direction of the provisional and new state governments, such
as persons directed to hold elections, to oversee road construction, to collect provisions, etc.

 Members of Boston Tea Party; Kaskaskia Campaign; Galvez Expedition; Cherokee Expedition; Edenton
Tea Party.

      Physician, Surgeon, nurse or others rendering aid to the wounded and ministers known to be in sympathy
with the Colonies, either by sermon, speech or action.

Defenders of forts and frontiers; Rangers.

        Prisoners of war, including those on British ship "Old Jersey" and other prison ships.

 Rendering material aid, such as furnishing supplies with or without remuneration; lending money to the
colonies, munitions makers and gunsmiths; or anything which furthered the Cause.
